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Introduction 

Please note that for the first time in 2010, this Ride Guide is not the complete information pack.  
 
If you are new to the trail ride you will need both The GNZTR Handbook  and this, The 2010 Ride Guide . 
The Handbook  contains the bulk of the information you will need to come on the trail ride for the first 
time. It contains the standard information that applies to every trail ride, so will remain the same for every 
year. The 2010 Ride Guide  has all the updated information relevant to this current year (the charity, the 
route, type of feed provided, directions to the first camp, the staff, etc). 
 
In previous years, there was only one document. The advantage of separating them is that new riders can 
get most of the information they need well before the ride starts – we don’t have to wait for every last 
detail to be finalized before getting that information out. And it saves trees.   
 
Please download the Handbook from the website www.gnztr.org.nz or call for a printed version to be 
posted to you. 
 

The Region and the Route 

This year the ride takes place in the Central Plateau region. It starts from Kakahi, just south of 
Taumaranui and we will end up on the West Taupo road by the Karangahapi Club. 
 
There are 3 loop days this year, so we will be only moving campsites 3 times. This makes life a little 
easier on the morning routine and makes for a more relaxing week. However, this is another A to B ride 
so we will need to organise moving of the vehicles left at base camp preferably on the Sunday afternoon.  
 
We will be running the shuttle service again which means you can move your vehicles from camp to camp 
without the need for a paid driver. The cost for this service is $75 for the week. 
 

The Charity 

The charity that we have chosen to support this year is CanTeen (Supporting young people living with 
Cancer).  A percentage of the auction and the rider fees will be donated to the charity. This depends on 
the rider numbers mainly. 
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Also funds received from the Sheer a sheep competition on Monday night will be given to the Moerangi 
Hall fund

Horse Inoculations 

Please remember to get your horse vaccinated against Strangles and Tetanus. There have been 
outbreaks of Strangles in the north island in recent months – this is a highly contagious and socially 
spread disease. It is very painful and can be fatal. It is also completely preventable – please vaccinate 
your horse!  If you do not bring something in writing from your vet stating that your horse has had these 
shots (dated, on letterhead), you will be asked to sign a waiver.
